This is the time of
year when gold prospecting is under way and we
must be careful.

Recent newspaper articles have reported several
water related deaths. Water levels in most
streams in Colorado are running above normal
due to the warm weather melting unusually high
snow amounts in the mountains. Add a thunder-
storm to this mix and there can be major prob-
lems on any stream. The water is very cold (snow melt) and running
very swiftly. Please be careful when you prospect. Check weather
conditions before you go and watch for rapidly rising water.

Beth and Bill Sagstetter gave a wonderful presentation highlighting
their book The Mining Camps Speak!at our May meeting. We are
always on the lookout for informative speakers like the Sagstetters,
so if you have someone in mind, please give me the information and
I will contact them.

We had a great turnout at Point Bar and everyone I talked with said
they found some gold. Thanks to Henry Chambless for his efforts in
getting this outing together. Point Bar is on BLM Land and is open
to the public for gold prospecting. If you use this area be sure to
leave it clean and fill your prospect holes.

With this volume
you can visit old mine
sites and learn how people
lived and worked in fron-
tier times.

Bill relates how you can
identify a horse whim, an
early method of hoisting
rock, material, and miners
up or down a shallow

shaft, powered by a horse
on a circular path. If the
prospect was successful,
the horse whim might be
replaced by equipment
powered by a flue boiler,
the parts of which can also
be identified. The former
site of a mine's blacksmith
shop will often have arti-
facts such as bits of
leather drive belts, anvil
stumps, and pieces of bel-
lows. The site of an old
assay office may have
pieces of ceramic assay
crucibles scattered about.
An old mill site may have
jaw-crusher parts and steel
grinding balls.

Mining camp trash dumps
often can be dated by the
types of tin cans discarded
there. Beth  Sagstetter
demonstrated a home-
made candle-powered
"flashlight” popular before
the development of the
battery-powered type. Its
efficiency was surprising
in the darkened hall.

The Sagstetters concluded
their talk by relating an
adventure in an old camp
perched on a precipice in
the San Juan Mountains.
Just a photo of the narrow
cliff-edge access trail was
enough to make the audi-
ence gasp. A night was
spent in the old bunk
house replete with strange
sounds and many eyes
peering at them from the
darkness of the rafters.
One wondered if the old
miners were relieved to go
underground to relative
safety rather than the
other way 'round!
