Arvada Gold Rush Tidbit 
 
 
The story of Arvada begins with the discovery of gold on June 22, 
1850. A wagon train of prospectors, bound for California, crossed the 
Platte River just north of the confluence with Clear Creek, and followed 
Clear Creek west for six miles. The members of the wagon train rested 
for a day, and Lewis Ralston dipped his gold pan in an unnamed moun-
tain stream. He found almost $5 worth of gold in his first pan. The 
stream was later named Ralston Creek in his honor. This was the first 
gold discovery in Colorado, and one of the most significant events in 
Colorado history. At the time the find was not considered significant 
and the party continued on to the California gold fields. 
 
In 1858, Ralston accompanied another group of prospectors back to the 
site of his 1850 discovery. Again, gold was panned from the stream in 
small amounts. Ralston became discouraged and soon quit the area, but 
the rest of the group continued prospecting and discovered richer dig-
gings upstream along the South Platte. Early in 1859 rich strikes were 
discovered in the mountains along the upper reaches of Clear Creek and 
the Colorado gold rush began.
